MAXI SIRI IS THE NEW CHAMPION OF SURF 


Maximiliano Prenski capped a flawless performance at the Quiksilver Open La Paloma 2011 to win the last battery Maxi Siri on one of the best endings that may have been present throughout the history of this traditional event. Siri's great performance as well as keep the second step on the podium was crowned the new champion Argentine surf and tied the mark of four crowns from his friend Martín Passeri. 


The final split public preferences between these two beloved characters of the national surf, first avant-garde style Maxi Siri and the other Prenski, a classic that when the waves of La Paloma are set forth, light and anyone can win. 


The heat wave began with rates for each of the finalists, first Siri took advantage with his second wave averaged 7.83 points, points that supported with another wave of 6.5. So hence the title began to be left with the Quiksilver team member, but the "Rulo" found the keys to close the case. A long and well enough to stop you right a presence and find the best waves, 8.67 to start savoring the victory. The second wave did not come down in intensity and took the lead, 8.33 to solidify the victory and leave Siri in need of a note 9.27. The clock kept running and closing the priority was to Prenski asserted that until the last second. 


The horn came with the applause and the announcement of the speaker that confirmed what everyone had seen, "Rulo" Prenski a fair winner. 


The first podium was Maxi Siri, and receive your check was applause from the audience rewarded him for his fourth title of champion Argentina in the hands of Matthew Gomez, director of Marketing for Quiksilver Argentina, received the award for Siri their performance. Then came the turn of the winner, Maxi Prenski received a check from John Cruz Lanzinetti and won the recognition of its validity by the public.

COSTA RICA 

Without committing a single error during the first four dates of Oceans Circuit DayStar By 2011, the corridor jacobeño Billabong, Luis Vindas, was devoted national champion today after securing their place in a Cup final OFF! Santa Teresa, which in turn capped the event with the highest wave of the circuit so far: 9.77. 


With less pressure, due to the absence of the date Jair Perez, Luis Vindas swept the semi-final to qualify along local Taliani Ramon, Gilbert Brown and David Herrera completed the series but without success. 


Thus, from the early hours of the morning, was champion first time a surfer on the date prior to the final of Hermosa Beach next June, thanks to three wins and one second place finish before Santa Teresa, and further, the finishing touch on the day gold was taking the Cup champion OFF! 


The end of the day the premises starred Anthony Fillingim who finished second after combining 11.40 (6.37 and 5.03), Ramon Taliani fourth with 7.97 (4.37 and 3.60) and Isaac Vega of Tamarindo who returned to a final where he combined 11.30 (6.17 and 5.13 ) in the third position. 


Vindas However, passing the highest level of his career at age 25, always led the series starting with average results, due to the low production of Santa Teresa waves that offered during the final. 


After the first 15 minutes of the series of 25 granted, "Luis began to move forward with good but not excellent waves. It came the last series of waves and that took a left that would later become the best waves seen in the season. In total, reached 16.60 (9.77 and 6.93), combination also notable for being the highest in the Copa OFF! 


 "I am very happy that this happened is a product of the effort you put in the year. I was always concerned to have good boards, focus and give my best. I know that another year will be even more difficult because the junior level is very high, but I will defend the title, "said Vindas. 


With the win Luis Vindas reached its third victory in the championship and second title won in his career, tying the legendary, Alvaro Solano of Jaco and Gilbert Brown of Puerto Viejo. No one in Costa Rica has reached three medals Open.

Dominican Surfing Federation President Selected as Delegate for the IX World Conference on Sport and Environment in Qatar, 2011


Mr. Nestor Puente, LIC., President of the Dominican Surfing Federation (FEDOSURF) and a member of the Environment of the Dominican Olympic Committee (COD), which is chaired by the esteemed Ms. Felicita Heredia, LIC, was selected as a representative of the Dominican Republic to participate in the Ninth World Conference on Sport and Environment, in Doha, Qatar, from April 30 to May 1, 2011.

The International Olympic Committee, in partnership with the United Nations Environment Program (UNEP) and the Qatar Olympic Committee, explored the theme “Playing for a Greener Future”, and assesed the environmental success of the Olympic Movement. The event brings together world proponents of sports and environmental protection and leading politicians. Among other issues, the conference explored how sporting role models can contribute to improving environmental issues at a national level and seek inspiring solutions for global environmental issues.

Mr. Puente brings to the World conference proposals for environmental and community initiatives in the Dominican Republic.  FEDOSURF is a non-profit entity and is recognized by the Dominican Olympic Committee (COD), the Ministry of Sports, Physical Education and Recreation (MIDEREC), the International Surfing Association (ISA) and the Pan American Surfing Association (PASA). 

 
Mr. Nestor Puente, since his teens has been a leader in community-service based organizations and is a lover of the sea and nature, and sports such as swimming and diving. He conveyed his love for sport, environment and community service ​​to his children, which began the practice of sports from childhood . His youngest daughter, Arielle Puente (champion intercollegiate athletics) at the young age of twelve, was selected along with Carlos Martinez (outstanding basketball player) to participate in the Olympic Torch ceremony of the Olympic Games "Atlanta 96", being the first Dominicans and unique so far to have received this honor.  His youngest son, Nestor Jesmarín Puente, a high-performance athlete in the sport of surfing, is also actively involved in organizational and community leadership with FEDOSURF.

For the first time in history, a tournament held in Mexico in this category, Playa Linda in Ixtapa - Zihuatanejo was the venue for the 32 contestants who came from different states of Mexico. 


It brought together representatives of Acapulco, Colima, Baja California, Michoacan, Oaxaca and Ixtapa local talents who were excited to have the opportunity to, in the case of winning, going to compete in the final of the Quiksilver King of the Groms America "which will take place during the" Quiksilver Mazatlan Classic "from 1 to 5 June in the famous beach" El Camarón ", being the same stage of the World Tour confirmed for surfers coming from different parts of the world . 


Note that the event Quiksilver King of the Groms Latin America to be held in Mazatlán (Sinaloa), will host the champions of Mexico, Argentina, Brazil, Costa Rica / Panama, Peru, Chile, Ecuador, Venezuela / Colombia and Central America, and that they compete for the crown and a ticket to go to compete the international finals to be held in Hossegor (France) during the month of September. 


Sasha Donnano representative of Puerto Escondido, Sebastian Chacahua Williams, Mario Farias of Nexpa, Michoacan and Acapulco Luis Hernandez are among the favorites in this competition by the best moves and getting good scores in their heats.

 
Thanks to the support that has been developing ecological Quiksilver years, children and families were invited to the contest for "waste recycling" to create environmental awareness and maintain a clean beach for the good of all. 


Late at night closed the day's activity with the screening of 2 films of surfing: "Moments" by Quiksilver and proudly Mexican film "Rumors." Small and large audiences were amazed not when they appeared professional surfers Angelo Lozano (ASP international competitor, Team Quiksilver), Christian Corzo (national runner-up), Adam Hernandez (Conqueror of the Seas Panama 2011, Quiksilver team) and Jose Manuel " Yuco "Trujillo (Mexican surf promise) to talk about their professional experiences and sports development. 


Day 2 
Sunday May 8 late in the race gathered all surfers under 16 years of competition of the Quiksilver King of the Groms from early to train, and to start the second round, at 9:00 was given the checkered flag to start the fourth round of the competition and the heat # 1 hit the water Donnano Sasha, Nahum Corzo, Mark James Mc Graw Hotman and showing each one's talent and the desire to move to the next stage. 


With a fluid, emotion surf reached the quarterfinals Sasha Donnano of Puerto Escondido local Ixtapa Carlos Carranza, Sebastian Williams of Chacahua, Nahum and Jony of the dynasty originating in Oaxaca Corzo, Luis Hernandez's young talent backed Acapulco one of the best surfers in Mexico Jose Manuel "Yuco" Trujillo, a native of Nexpa Mario Farias, Jose Juarez Michoacan and Colima. 


In the quarterfinals fought man to man Sasha Donnano vs Carlos Carranza, Sebastian Williams vs Nahum Corzo Corzo vs Jimel Luis Hernandes and Jose Mario Farias vs Juarez. 
After much excitement and some very tight heats like Nahum and Sebastian, the semifinals were Donnano movie with Sasha Roe vs Jimel called the battle of Oaxaca, while in the other semifinal heat Nahum faced Mario Corzo and Farías. All participants gave us a demonstration of energy, commitment and love of surfing, as the 4 handed around in the water with her eagerness to reach the final of the Quiksilver King of the Groms Ixtapa. 


The final match of the two best kids Jimel competition in Puerto Escondido and Corzo Mario Farias de Nexpa entered the water super motivated to compete for the crown and 1-year sponsorship by the largest surf brand in Mexico. 


The public divided, each who support their favorite, had the presence of the famous Raul "Pegleg" Medina who kept giving instructions to his countryman Mario and the other side to Angelo Lozano Jimel supporting her brother. 


Excitement, nerves and waiting for the decision and the right waves is not kept on the edge of the seat in the grand finale of King of the Groms, where for a couple of glitches that made both surfers, judges ranked by ISA (International Surfing Association) should discuss and penalize athletes for not respecting the rules. 


To appease the expectations we had the excellent performance of professional surfers: Sayulita Adam Hernandez, Jose Manuel "yuco" Acapulco Trujillo, Raúl "Pegleg" Medina de Michoacán, Julio Martín Quiñones de Colima and Guerrero Vazquez who gave us free rein and reveled in sensational maneuvers such as air classical and radical maneuvers Yuco Adam so let's hear no applause from the audience and seeing how the new generations showed their admiration and respect for them. 


After deliberation, as a result of its high performance score for the surfer Michoacan MARIO FARIAS was crowned the "King of the Groms Mexico," the crown was excited by the famous legend Corky Carroll, a native of Alhambra, California , Corky was recognized as the first professional surfer and considered the most famous on the planet (5 times U.S. Champion, International Champion 3 times, large waves surfer, world champion of small waves and has won more than 100 surf competitions. 


MARIO FARIAS also received applause from the audience, the congratulations of his countrymen and especially the recognition of the 34 competitors who attended the event. 
And to the surprise of JIMEL CORZO who finished second, Quiksilver, being the host country, provided a second ticket for next to Mario Farias participate and represent Mexico in the Regional final.

The three-day competition of the 1st National Championship Surf ONA closed with a large audience who enjoyed the radical maneuvers that creditors of the top and strong opponents executed in Playa Los Cocos Vargas State in the first game of the year in the hands Venezuelan Federation of Surfing. 


The weather and the waves improved for entering the semifinals and final major of the 23 categories competed to ensure open the ranking with a good position, table opens in the 2011 with new names and comebacks in the ranks of some associations.


Throughout the meeting there were performances that are worth highlighting, Felix Vargas, Capital District and sub 18 table athlete, he excelled in progression concerns despite winning the copper in the final, each heat that led to there happened to a first constant. Another was the case of Falcon Ildemar Vargas also Under 18 table who was getting in the end giving the surprise of winning the Gold at Franwill Vento, Derek Gomes and the already named Felix Vargas. 


He also excels Varguense progression Rainel Bravo showed the rise in their level of surfing repeating the first in a couple of times and a second in the semifinal by scoring in the final along with the experienced Pedro Rangel, Jesús Chacón and Jean Carlos Schaffer . The performance of this útlimo not only stands in the first nationally but throughout the year that has demonstrated concentration and projection. For the second time in 2011 awarded gold in Nueva Esparta preliminarily give new name to the top of the ranking. 


The same success has been achieved Enyer Moncada Bodyboarding repeating the first place after the last meeting in New South Wales, this time giving the public satisfaction of seeing varguense home win. He also had the honor of being escorted by Miguel Herrera and Kevin Gonzalez in the second and third place athletes also selection of Vargas State, Capital District Villaparedes Jefferson was positioned in the fourth step. 


The Ladies Open Yoceline Aldana gave all their fans the joy of seeing her win after being a little absent in 2010 in the racing world. Aldana, a competitor of the Capital District's crew met with Maria Eugenia Rojas, national team athlete of 2010 and Alvarez Rosanny champions, leaving them with maneuvers executed with determination and strength in the second and third respectively. On the podium the Daniella accompany Sotillo who won the copper medal Nueva Esparta. 


Another award is repeating Matías Fernández (NE) again followed by José López (NE) both Champion and Runner-Sub 14 Short Board in the King of the Groms and now this national meeting that will score points in the ranking. Neomar Romero and Enrique Morales took the third and fourth. 


Among the associations Vargas again is entitled to the greatest number of medals followed by the Capital District in second position. The third place was achieved Falcón State Association and the fourth state of Nueva Esparta, the latter exchanging position as the current frame. Anzoategui climbed two steps leaving behind Aragua and Sucre.
